











Youth 4 Truth Gives Participants a Voice at The Night Ministry

11 young people from The Night Ministry’s youth programs participated in the first session of Youth 4 Truth.

he Night Ministry is creating a new
Tgeneration of young leaders through
a new youth-led leadership development
project called Youth 4 Truth.

Youth 4 Truth is an 11-week
session that engages between
12 and 16 young people from all
of The Night Ministry’s youth
programs. During each cohort,
participants receive training on
subjects they identify, provide
feedback to The Night Ministry
about programming, and assist
staff in implementing special
projects in the programs.

Recent training topics have

included “Assertiveness vs. Advocacy,”
“Leadership Skills,” “Identifying Power,”
and a special training about how to

transfer newly acquired skills to a resume.

The first two cohorts have been writing a
youth-designed resource guide that will
be distributed to young people who are
new to The Night Ministry’s programs.

Youth Development Manager Candace
Musick said there is great value in
assembling this type of a group.

“The youth we serve are experts in their
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own lives. We want to engage them to help
inform the services we provide. At the
same time, we know they have so many
innate leadership and advocacy skills.
Youth 4 Truth provides an opportunity to
focus and hone these skills,” said Musick.

Twenty-year-old Sharday Hamilton, a
resident of The Night Ministry’s Response-
Ability Pregnant and Parenting Program
(RAPPP), said that Youth 4 Truth helps
her meet goals that she has set for herself.

“It has allowed me to be a voice for
homeless youth and realize that I can be
an advocate for others, whether or not
they are homeless,” said Hamilton.

In fact, Hamilton is one of two participants
selected by the National Network for
Youth to join a National Youth Advisory
Committee to provide feedback on
services for homeless youth at
the national level. In October,
she traveled to Washington, DC,
to speak at an American Bar
Association Policy Forum on
youth homelessness.

This fall, Youth 4 Truth partici-
pants will have the opportunity
to travel to Springfield and talk to
legislators about the state budget
and its impact on young people
experiencing homelessness. The
Night Ministry will also nominate one
participant to a new citywide Advisory
Committee made up of homeless and
formerly homeless youth. ¢

treet Medicine, a pilot project of
Sthe Outreach & Health Ministry
Program, launched one year ago. Since
last December, Street Medicine teams
comprised of The Night Ministry’s current
medical staff, case managers, volunteers,
and outreach professionals have gone out
on foot 4 hours per week. They set out with
backpacks of medical and survival supplies
into parks and behind forest preserves,
under viaducts, and behind commercial
areas where the hardest to reach homeless

populations often gather or set up

encampments. Street Medicine teams
are going directly to these populations to
address their immediate health needs on
site, while also working to link individuals
to case management and medical homes.
The Night Ministry is thrilled to announce
that funding has been secured to hire a
part-time Outreach Worker and Nurse
Practitioner dedicated to Street Medicine.
This will allow us to expand outreach to

20-25 hours per week. ¢
